Bennewitz Quartet

The stated aim of the members of the Bennewitz Quartet is to present new perspectives

of well-known compositions and, at the same time, enliven concert programmes

with music seldom heard on stages.

While rooted in the Czech musical milieu, their interpretational approach has been

significantly enriched by studies abroad, which the Quartet took up between 2002

and 2006 (Rainer Schmidt – Hagen Quartet, Walter Levin – LaSalle Quartet). This

cross-fertilisation affords the ensemble the opportunity to draw from various approaches

and thus apply a wider gamut of interpretational options. By extending the

repertoire and reassessing the interpretation of previously explored compositions,

the members of the Quartet strive for permanent freshness and spontaneity of musical

articulation.

Over the time of their existence, the Bennewitz Quartet have received numerous

accolades, with the most prestigious being: a special prize at the ARD-Musikwettbewerb

Munchen in 2004, the Gold Medal at the Osaka String Quartet Competition 2005,

and the 1st prize at the Premio Paolo Borciani 2008 in Italy.

The ensemble have given concerts in Prague, London, Paris, Brussels, Frankfurt,

Rome, Madrid, Vienna, New York, Los Angeles, Tokyo, Seoul, Beijing, Abu Dhabi and

many other cities worldwide. They have recorded several CDs and concerts of theirs

have been broadcast by radio and television stations in the Czech Republic, Germany,

Austria, France, Italy, Spain and Japan.
